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Anne Street Community Center Rules of Conduct 

 
The Griffin Police Department Anne Street Community Center Rules of Conduct establish standards of conduct 
expected of persons who use, frequent, and/or participate in activities or events at the Community Center. 
These Rules are intended to ensure a positive and safe environment for all attendees. The Rules of Conduct are 
provided to all persons who complete a Registration Agreement & Waiver, and all attendees agree to adhere to 
these rules while visiting the Community Center. 
 
 Children ages 8-12 can come to the Center without parent supervision 
 Children under the age of 8 must be supervised by a parent at all times 
 Be respectful of other attendees, property, and staff while at the Center 
 No hoodies over heads and no backpacks allowed inside the Center 
 No obscene language, gestures, or inappropriate displays of affection 
 No running or horseplay inside of the Center  
 No undergarments should be visible at any time while at the Center 
 Each attendee shall be responsible for cleaning up after themselves (toys, games, trash, etc.) 
 Attendees should report any malfunctions or safety issues to staff 
 No smoking or vaping inside the Center 
 Shoes must be worn at all time inside the Center 
 No more than fifteen (15) people (parents/children) can be inside the Center at a time 
 Every child is required to have an updated Registration Agreement & Waiver on file 
 No more than fifteen (15) people (parents/children) can be inside the Center at a time 

 
The City reserves the right to send a child home for violations of these rules. If a child is sent home for a second 
time, the City will remove their privilege to attend the Center for a period of two months. 
 
Regular hours of operation are based on the Griffin-Spalding School System Calendar and are as follows: 

- On School Days:  Monday-Thursday, 3:00PM-5:00PM 
- Schools Closed**: Monday-Thursday, 1:00PM-4:00PM
